The Department of Environmental Quality proposes to reissue an LPDES permit with the effluent
limitations, monitoring requirements, and special conditions listed in the attached DRAFT PERMIT.

(*5) Flow, TSS, Oil & Grease, and pH shall be measured on discharges from all new and existing pipelines,
flowlines, vessels or tanks. In addition, Total Organic Carbon (TOC) shall be measured on discharges
from existing pipelines, flowlines, vessels, or tanks which have previously been in service; (i.e., those
which are not new). Benzene, Total BTEX, and Total Lead shall be measured on discharges from existing
pipelines, flowlines, vessels, or tanks which have been used for the storage or transportation of liquid or
gaseous petroleum hydrocarbons.

(*6) BTEX shall be measured as the sum of benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, ortho-xylene , and para-xylene as
quantified using the methods prescribed by the latest approved 40 CFR 136, Tables, A-G.

(*7) The permittee shall report on the Discharge Monitoring Reports both the minimum and maximum
instantaneous pH values measured.

Under the provisions of Part HI.D.6.e.(3) of this permit, violations of daily maximum
limitations for the following pollutants shall be reported orally to the Office of
Environmental Compliance within 24 hours from the time the permittee became aware of
the violation followed by a written report in five days.

CFR Part 136, and in particular, Appendices A, B, and C (See LAC 33:1X.4901).

G. FLOW MEASUREMENT "ESTIMATE" SAMPLE TYPE
If the flow measurement sample type in Part 1 is specified as "estimate", flow measurements

shall not be subject to the accuracy provisions established at Part I1I.C.6 of this permit. The
daily flow value may be estimated using best engineering judgement.

PERMIT REOPENER CLAUSE

This permit may be modified, or alternatively, revoked and reissued, to comply with any
applicable effluent standard or limitations issued or approved under sections 301(b)(2)(C) and
(D); 304(b)(2); and 307(a)(2) of the Clean Water Act, or more stringent discharge limitations
and/or additional restrictions in the future to maintain the water quality integrity and the
designated uses of the receiving water bodies based upon additional water quality studies and/or
TMDLs, if the effluent standard, limitations, water quality studies or TMDLs so issued or
approved: :

1. Contains different conditions or is otherwise more stringent than any effluent limitation
in the permit; or

2. Controls any pollutant not limited in the permit; or
3. Require reassessment due to change in 303(d) status of waterbody; or

4. Incorporates the results of any total maximum daily load allocation, which may be
approved for the receiving water body.

The Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality (LDEQ) reserves the right to modify or
revoke and reissue this permit based upon any changes to established TMDLs for this discharge,
or to accommodate for pollutant trading provisions in approved TMDL watersheds as necessary
to achieve compliance with water quality standards. Therefore, prior to upgrading or expanding
this facility, the permittee should contact the Department to determine the status of the work
being done to establish future effluent limitations and additional permit conditions.

STORMWATER DISCHARGES

1. This section applies to all stormwater discharges from the facility, either through permitted
outfalls or through outfalls which are not listed in the permit or as sheet flow. The purpose
of the poliution prevention plan is to identify potential sources of pollution that would
reasonably be expected to affect the quality of stormwater and identify the practices that
will be used to prevent or reduce the pollutants in stormwater discharges.

2. Any runoff leaving the developed areas of the facility, other than the permitted outfall(s),
exceeding 50 mg/L TOC, 15 mg/L Oil and Grease, or having a pH less than 6.0 or greater
than 9.0 standard units shall be a violation of this permit. Any discharge in excess of these
limitations, which is attributable to offsite contamination shall not be considered a
violation of this permit. A visual inspection of the facility shall be conducted and a report
made annually as described in Paragraph 4 below.

3. For first time permit issuance, the permittee shall prepare, implement, and maintain a
