The receiving waterbody, Subsegment 100501 of the'Red River Basin, is not listed in Section 11.2 of the
Implementation Strategy as requiring consultation with the U. S, Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS). This
strategy was submitted with a letter dated November 17, 2008 from Rieck (FWS) te Nolan (LDEQ).
Therefore, in accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding between the LDEQ and the FWS, no
further informal (Section 7, Endangered Species Act) consultation is required. It was determined that
the issuance of the LPDES permit is not likely to have an adverse effect on any endangered or -
candidate species or the critical habitat. The effiuent limitations established in the permit ensure
protection of aquatic life and maintenance of the receiving water as aquatic habitat.

VIl HISTORIC SITES:

The discharge is from an existing facility location, which does not include an expansion beyond the
existing perimeter. Therefore, there should be no potential effect to sites or properties on or eligible for
listing on the Nationa! Register of Historic Places, and in accordance with the '‘Memorandum of
Understanding for the Protection of Historic Properties in Louisiana Regarding LPDES Permits' no
consultation with the Louisiana State Historic Preservation Officer is required.

PROPQSED PERMIT LIMITS:

Subsegment 100501, Bayou Dorcheat ~ Arkansas State Line to Lake Bistineau (Scenic), is not listed on
LDEQ's Final 2006 303(d) list as impaired. However, subsegment 100501 was previously listed as
impaired for organic enrichmentlow DO and mercury, for which the below TMDL’s have been
developed. The Department of Environmental Quality reserves the right 1o impose more stringent
discharge limitations and/or additional restrictions in the future to maintain the water quality integrity and
the designated uses of the receiving water bodies based upon additional TMDL's and/or water quality
studies. The DEQ also reserves the right to modify or revoke and reissue this permit based upon any
changes to established TMDL's for this discharge, or to accommodate for pollutant trading provisions in
approved TMDL watersheds as necessary to achieve compliance with water quality standards.

Wastewater Treatment Plant) were required for the projection simulations to show the DO criterion of 5
mg/l being maintained in the bayou. - :

Therefore, no changes in the permit limitations for this permit will be required.

Mercury TMDL for Bayou Dorcheat, Louisiana (Subsegment 1005013, March 26, 2008

Atmospheric deposition of mercury was identified as the suspected cause of impairment for the
subsegment. The largest sources of mercury load to the subsegment were atmospheric deposition and
erosion. This TMDL report indicates that current mercury loadinds to the listed subsegment are primarily
from regional and global atmospheric sources. Significant reduction in atmospheric deposition within
and outside the study area will be necessary. A combination of ongoing and future activities under the
Clean Air Act are expected to achieve reductions in atmospheric deposition of mercury.

Point sources of mercury were not numerous in the listed subsegments, and accounted for significantly
less than 1% of the mercury loads. Therefore, point source loads were not reduced in these TMDLs.

Therefore, no mercury limitations will be required of this facility.

Other Effluent Limitations:

1) Fecal Coliform

The discharge from this facility is into a water body which has a designated use of Primary
Contact Recreation. According to LAC 33:1X.1113.C.5.b.i, the fecal coliform standards for this
water body are 200/100 mi and 400/100 ml. Therefore, the limits of 200/100 mi (Monthly
Average) and 400/100 ml (Weekly Average) are proposed as Fecal Coliform limits in the permit.
These limits are being proposed through Best Professional Judgement in order to ensure that
the water body standards are not exceeded, and due to the fact that existing facilities have
demonstrated an ability to comply with these limitations using present available technology.

A) Inspections
A review of the files indicates the most recent inspection of the facility was conducted on June
5, 2009. The following was noted:

- The WWTP is a 2-cell oxidation pond with aeration basin and chlorine contact chamber.
- The WWTP is well maintained. All treatment units were in service.

- DMRs revealed chronic permit exceedances for BODs.

- Oil & grease is not collected for Qutfall 001 as required by the permit.

- Acontract lab completes effluent analysis.

B) Compliance and/or Administrative Orders

A Warning Letter (Enforcement Tracking No. WE-L-08-0107) was issued to the facility on
January 23, 2008 for areas of concern noted during the April 12, 2007 inspection.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

The Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality (LDEQ) reserves the right to impose more stringent
discharge limitations andfor additional restrictions in the future to maintain the water quality integrity and
the designated uses of the receiving water bodies based upon additional water quality studies and/or
TMDU's. The LDEQ also reserves the right to modify or revoke and reissue this permit based upon any
changes lo established TMDL's for this discharge, or to accommodate for pollutant trading provisions in
approved TMDL watersheds as requested by the permittee and/or as necessary to achieve compliance
with water quality standards. Therefore, prior to upgrading or expanding this facility, the permittee
should contact the Department to determine the status of the work being done to establish future
effluent limitations and additional permit conditions. '

In accerdance with LAC 33:1X.2903, this permit may be modified, or alternatively, revoked and reissued,
to comply with any-applicable effluent standard or limitations issued or approved under sections
301(b)(2){(c) and (D); 304(b}2); and 307(a)(2) of the Clean Water Act, if the effluent standard or
limitations so issued or approved:

a) Contains different conditions or is otherwise more stringent than any effluent limitation in the
permit; or ' :

b) Controls any pollutant not timited in the permit; or

c) Requires reassessment due to change in 303(d) status of waterbody; or

d) Incorporates the results of any total maximum daily load aflocation, which may be approved for

the receiving water body.
