| PART Il
OTHER REQUIREMENTS

In addition to the standard conditions required in all permits and listed in Part |ll, the office has established the following
additional requirements in accordance with the Louisiana Water Quality Regulations.

SECTION A. GENERAL STATEMENTS

1. The Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality (LDEQ) reserves the right to impose more stringent discharge
| limitations andfor additional restrictions in the future to maintain the water quality integrity and the designated uses
of the receiving water bodies based upon additional water quality studies and/or TMDL's. The LDEQ also reserves
the right to modify or revoke and reissue this permit based upon any changes to established TMDL's for this
discharge, or to accommodate for poliutant trading provisions in approved TMOL watersheds as requested by the
permittee and/or as necessary to achieve compliance with water quality standards. Therefore, prior to upgrading or
expanding this facility, the permittee should contact the Department to'determine the status of the work being done
to establish future effluent limitations and additional permit conditions.

In accordance with LAC 33:1X.2903., this permit may be modified, or alternatively, revoked and reissued, to comply
with any applicable effluent standard or limitations issued or approved under sections 301(b}(2}{c) and (D);
304(b)(2); and 307(a)(2) of the Clean Water Act, if the effluent standard or limitations so issued or approved.

2. This permit does not in any way authorize the permittee to discharge a pollutant not listed or quantified in the
application or limited or monitored for in the permit.

3. . Authorization to discharge pﬁrsuant to the conditions of this permit does not relieve the permittee of any‘liabirity for
damages to state waters or private property. For discharges to private land, this permit does not relieve the
permittee from obtaining proper approval from the landowner for appropriate easements and rights of way,

4. For definitions of monitoring and sampling terminology see Part 1l), Section F.

5. 24-hour Oral Reporting: Daily Maximum Limitation Violations

Under the provisions of Part lll Section D.6.e.(3) of this permit, violations of daily maximum limitations for the
following pollutants shall be reported orally to the Office of Environmental Compliance within 24 hours from the time
the permittee became aware of the violation followed by a written report in five days. : '
