The Department of Environmental Quality proposes to issue an LPDES permit with the effluent limitations,
monitoring requirements, and special conditions listed in the attached DRAFT PERMIT. Please note that
this is a DRAFT PERMIT only and as such does not grant any authorization to discharge.

OTHER REQUIREMENTS

In addition to the standard conditions required in all permits and listed in Part 111, the Office has
