Activities Performed by LDEQ personnel on Saturday, September 1, 2012 through Sunday September 2, 2012 (0700 hours):

1. Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community; two monitoring runs were completed.  Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All readings were all zero with normal O2 readings.  Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae. 
1. Three air summa canisters were collected in the Bayou Corne community.  They will be delivered to a laboratory for analysis. 
1. Conducted air monitoring and provided oversight at the Texas Brine drilling site.  Duties included review of facility’s real-time monitoring data with the facility/contractor personnel, review of any alarm readings and also calibration and maintenance records for facility’s air monitoring instruments, hand-held monitoring at 9 monitoring points, and additional hand-held monitoring as needed to validate the facility’s readings.  Activities conducted with the assistance of EPA START contractors.   At the facility’s monitoring location AM-4 (LDEQ monitoring point 9), real-time monitoring  exceeded the VOC low action level 4 times at 0418 hrs with readings of 81.6 ppm of VOCs and 3.3% LEL, at 0636 hrs with a reading of 79.4 ppm, at 0659 hrs with a reading of 92.9 ppm, and at 0700 hrs with a reading of 93.7 ppm; and also exceeded the VOC high action level 2 times and the LEL low action level 1 time at 0505 hrs with readings of 125 ppm of VOCs and 4 % LEL (EPA START multirae measured 204 ppm of VOCs and 4% LEL) and at 0522 hrs with readings of 195 ppm of  VOCs, 11% LEL, and 0.5 ppm of H2S.   All other monitor readings were below the low action levels and with normal O2 readings.  Following confirmation of high action level exceedance with the MultiRae, EPA START notified LDEQ Incident Commander Louis Martin.  




Scheduled Activities for Sunday, September 2, 2012
1. Conduct two air monitoring runs in the Bayou Corne community.  
1. Collect ambient air sample(s) using summa canisters in the Bayou Corne community.
1. Conduct air monitoring (24/7) and provide oversight at the Texas Brine drilling site.  Duties include review of facility’s real-time monitoring data with the facility/contractor personnel, review of alarm readings and also calibration and maintenance records for facility’s air monitoring instruments, hand-held monitoring at 9 monitoring points, and additional hand-held monitoring as needed to validate the facility’s readings.  Duties will be conducted with the assistance of EPA START contractors.
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
