Field activities performed by LDEQ personnel on Friday, October 5, 2012:
 
1. Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community.  Two monitoring runs were completed.  Parameters monitored were H2S, VOCs, LEL and O2.  Monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae.  Slightly elevated VOC readings (all less than 3.5 ppm) were observed at several locations during the monitoring runs.  Elevated readings were attributed to on-going debris removal from the slurry site.  
1. Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne.   Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  Monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae.  Elevated VOC readings (less than 3.5 ppm) were observed at several of the sites during the monitoring run.  Elevated readings were attributed to on-going debris removal from the slurry site.
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The LDEQ Mobile Air Monitoring Lab (MAML) was onsite analyzing ambient air for the presence of methane, non-methane hydrocarbons and hydrogen sulfide.  No concerns have been reported.
