Field activities performed by LDEQ personnel on Thursday, November 15, 2012:
 
•	Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community.  Two monitoring runs were completed.  Parameters monitored were H2S, VOCs, LEL and O2.  All readings were < 0.8 with normal O2.   Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae.   
•	 Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne.   Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All readings were zero with normal O2.  Bubbling site #10 is inactive. 
•	No residential air monitoring was conducted, they were rescheduled.

•	Air monitoring will be conducted at any residence for which a Rite of Passage is received by the Parish.   Air monitoring is to be conducted at three residences: 120 Sportsman’s Dr, 102 Crawfish Stew St and 127 Sportsman’s Dr., in Belle Rose, LA.
•	Two DNR personnel will accompany LDEQ personnel on the monitoring runs for training.
