Activities Performed by LDEQ personnel on Sunday, November 18, 2012:

· Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne. Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All readings were zero with normal O2 readings.  Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae.
· One residential air monitoring was conducted:  1433 Sauce Piquante in Belle Rose, LA.   
· The LDEQ Mobile Air Monitoring Lab (MAML) was demobilized and returned to Baton Rouge for equipment maintenance.  Onsite analysis of ambient air will resume when these maintenance activities are completed.
· LDNR personnel did not accompany LDEQ personnel on the monitoring runs for training today.
· Staff participated in the Incident Action Plan meeting.
