Activities Performed by LDEQ personnel on Thursday, November 22, 2012:

•	Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community.  Two monitoring runs were completed.  Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All readings were <3.0 with normal O2 readings.  Monitoring was conducted using an AreaRae. A strong crude oil type odor was detected during the Morning Community Air Monitoring Run.  It lasted for about 3-4 minutes (winds were blowing from the NE).  A canister sample was pulled at 0915 hours at 153 Sportsman Way.     
•	Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne. Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All readings were <3.0 with normal O2 readings.  Monitoring was conducted using the MSA and MultiRae. 
•     	No air monitoring was conducted at residences.
