Activities Performed by LDEQ personnel on Tuesday, August 14, 2012:

1. Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community.   Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All readings were all zero with normal O2 readings.  Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae.     
1. Two air summa canisters were collected in the Bayou Corne community and they were delivered to the Mobile Air Monitoring Lab (MAML) for analysis.
1. Air monitoring was conducted at the Texas Brine facility in the area of Pad#3.  Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All readings were all zero with normal O2 readings.  Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae.  
1. Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling in Bayou Corne.  Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2. All readings were all zero with normal O2 readings.   Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae.
1. The MAML performed air monitoring/sampling in the Bayou Corne community.  No levels of concern have been detected/reported by these efforts.
1. Staff participated in the Emergency Operations Center / Incident Action Plan Meeting (3:00 p.m.). 
1. Staff provided oversight of the diesel remediation conducted by Texas Brine at the slurry site.
1. DEQ staff accompanied John Boudreaux with Assumption Parish OEP via airboat to the slurry site to validate facility’s air monitoring. 
1. The MultiRae used for air monitoring was calibrated.
1. The LDEQ Command Center was manned between activities.
1. Citizen’s inquiries were addressed as needed.


Scheduled Activities for Wednesday, August 15, 2012

1. Conduct air monitoring in the areas (boat run) of bubbling in Bayou Corne.  
1. Conduct air monitoring in Bayou Corne community and collect ambient air sample(s) using summa canisters.  
1. Conduct air monitoring at the Texas Brine facility in the area of Pad#3.
1. Attend the State Agencies meeting and the Incident Action Planning Meeting.
1. Utilize the MAML for air monitoring/sampling in the community of Bayou Corne.
1. Man the LDEQ Command Center during the day from approximately 7 a.m. to 3 p.m.
1. Conduct monitoring of water quality parameters (pH, temperature, dissolved oxygen, conductivity, and salinity) in the areas of bubbling in Bayou Corne.
1. Collect water samples at the slurry site.  Samples will be analyzed using the same analytical method (Total Dissolved Solids) as performed on samples taken from the industry well intakes.
1. Provide oversight of the diesel remediation conducted by Texas Brine at the slurry site.
1. Respond to citizens’ inquiries as needed.
