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1. Air monitoring runs were conducted by LDEQ staff at the sites specified in the LDEQ Air Monitoring Plan.  The monitoring runs were initiated between 10:00 am and 10:00 pm. at a frequency of about every 2 hours. Parameters monitored included VOCs (ppm), H2S (ppm), CO (ppm), LEL (%) and O2 (%).  No concerns were noted.  All H2S, VOC, and CO readings were non-detect, LEL readings were ≤ 3%, and O2 readings were normal.  EPA START TEAM members did accompany LDEQ staff during some of the monitoring runs.
1. Air monitoring runs were conducted by an EPA START TEAM at sites specified in the LDEQ Air Monitoring Plan.  Runs were initiated throughout the night (beginning at 10:00 pm) at a frequency of about every 2 hours. Parameters monitored included VOCs (ppm), H2S (ppm), CO (ppm), LEL (%) and O2 (%).  All monitoring results were non-detect and O2 readings were normal. 
1. Williams Olefins reported information from air monitoring conducted by the facility at sites specified in their plan.  The parameter monitored was LEL (%).  Monitoring was conducted throughout the night at a frequency of about every 30 minutes.  Communications from the facility indicate that all of the readings were below detection limits.  
1. Air canister samples were collected throughout the day and evening at a frequency of about every 4 hours.  The samples were collected at one of the sites specified in the LDEQ Air Monitoring plan.  They were collected during air monitoring runs.  Samples were delivered to the MAML for analysis.  A duplicate sample was collected during one of the monitoring/sampling runs for analyses by a laboratory.    
1. The MAML conducted continuous air monitoring in the community throughout the day and evening.  No concerns were reported.
