UNITED STATES COAST GUARD (USCG) & LOUISIANA STATE POLICE (LSP) HAVE DETERMINED THE RESPONSE TO THIS INCIDENT IS NOW POST-EMERGENCY AS OF 1800 hrs ON SEPTEMBER 15, 2012. 
USCG HAS DEMOBILIZED AS OF SEPTEMBER 19, 2012.  
USCG SECTOR NEW ORLEANS WILL HAVE A LIASON AVAILABLE TO LDEQ IF NEEDED.
CURRENTLY, LDEQ IS THE LEAD AGENCY

ELECTRIC POWER
Scrubbers (Methyl Acrylate and Formic Acid) and the temporary Styrene chillers are operating using normal electric power.

TEMPORARY FLARE
A variance request was submitted by the facility to LDEQ for the operation of a temporary flare.  The request was approved by LDEQ on September 27, 2012. The flare is not installed.
