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Barksdale AFB is located in Bossier City, Bossier Parish, Louisiana, approximately 1 mile east of the Red River, which divides Bossier City from Shreveport.  The base occupies approximately 21,800 acres, 17,940 of which are open space.  Barksdale AFB is headquarters for the U.S. 8th Air Force, Air Combat Command and serves as base for the 2nd Bomb Wing and several associate units.  The 2nd Bomb Wing provides operational support for bombers providing global combat capability.  The 917th Fighter Wing provides operational support for reserve B-52 bombers and A/OA-10A fighter aircrafts.  The base has a total population of 19,090 persons and an infrastructure similar to a small city with houses, an airfield, associated support facilities, a hospital, residential areas for base personnel, educational facilities, a child development center, two chapels, and recreational facilities.
