Chemtura Corporation’s Taft facility has been in operation in St. Charles Parish since 1967.  The location is staffed by 200 employees and contract personnel who operate four production units; the Epoxy Unit, Tin Unit, Mixed Metals Unit and Thiochemicals Unit.  These units primarily manufacture polymer additives, which maintain the durability and longevity of PVC pipe, fencing, and plastic products.  Chemtura’s Taft facility has formally operated under the names Crompton Corporation and Witco Chemical Company.
 Pollution Prevention Highlights

· 1980-2004 – Reduced wastewater generation by over 55% with production increases taken into account (facility production has more than doubled between 1980 & 2004).   
· 2004 – Implemented a Waste Reduction Team to achieve goal of 5% reduction in hazardous waste for that year.  Initiated Six Sigma project to quantify benefits of process improvements related to waste reduction, which resulted in an actual 24% reduction in hazardous waste generation.

· Achieved ISO 14001 Certification for the facility’s Environmental Management System in August of 2004.

· 2005 – Completed two major projects in the Wastewater and Epoxy Units which resulted in air emissions reductions of over 50-tons per year of VOCs.
· 2005 – Facility achieved a 39% reduction in hazardous waste generation from the previous year.
· 2006 – Began construction and installation of a new Thermal Oxidizer which will result in a reduction of VOC air emissions in the Tin and Epoxy units. Project completion is expected in the 1st quarter of 2007
