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Formosa Plastics operates a chemical manufacturing facility located on the Mississippi River in Baton Rouge.  The facility manufactures caustic soda and chlorine, vinyl chloride monomer, ethylene dichloride, and polyvinyl chloride.  The facility generates its own electrical power and treats wastewater in a biotreatment plant.

 Pollution Prevention Highlights
· 2000 – VCM Heavy Ends were reclassified as a raw material feedstock, and are currently being recycled into useful solvents.

· 1999 – Brine Muds were reclassified as Beneficial Use materials, and they are currently being distributed to sugar cane farmers as a liming agent.
