The Louisiana Mill, located in Bastrop, has been in continuous operation since the 1920’s.  It manufactures more than 330,000 tons of paper annually on three paper machines.  Wood is received and processed in longwood, shortwood, and chip forms utilizing both pine and hardwood.  Company products include paper used for copy paper, file folders, file cards, airline and mass transit tickets, lottery tickets, 

Q-tips, decal backing paper, medical end use drapes, envelopes, wallboard tape, bleached bag material and a variety of other uses.

 Pollution Prevention Highlights

· 2003-2006 - Successful startup of the HVLC system (MACT 1 Phase 2) that captures HAP from the Brown Stock Washer System and destroys them in a new Regenerative Thermal Oxidizer

· 2003-2006 – Beneficial use of waste treatment sludge as a feedstock for making paper at a sister paper mill in western Louisiana rather than landfilling the waste fiber.
· 2001 – Received Governor’s Environmental Leadership Award for Outstanding Community Outreach for volunteers creating and developing the Black Bayou Refuge Environmental Education Center.

· 2000 – Began marketing excess lime from the process as beneficial reuse for agriculture.




· 1989-2000 – Reduced the volume of solid waste generated by 63 percent through comprehensive waste reduction, recycling, and reuse programs.

· 1996 – Completed a project to reduce pollution at the source by enclosing the process to prevent and contain spills.  This resulted in 79 percent reduction of BOD and 80 percent of total suspended solids discharged respectively.

· 1995 – Reduced hazardous waste generation by 76,000 pounds per year by reclaiming and reusing paint waste.

· 1992-1994 – Converted the bleaching process from using elemental chlorine, virtually eliminating the production of dioxin as an unwanted by-product of the process.
