On Feb. 20, 2010, the DEQ
Underground Storage Tank

operator training regulations became
final. These new UST regulations can
be found in LAC 33:XI, Chapter 6,
and are available for viewing at:

The SB/SCAP technical advisors
listed below are experienced, highly
knowledgeable, and committed to
enhancing the relationships between
DEQ and small businesses &
communities.

UST operators are divided into
three classes, A, B, and C, and there
are specific training requirements for
| each class. Class A operators are the
tank owners, or a person designated
by the tank owner to represent the
owner’s interest. Class B operators
are designated by the tank owner to
implement the day-to-day aspects of
the operation and maintenance of a
UST system at the facility. Class B
operators can be employees of the
UST owner or can be third party op-
erators hired by the UST owner. Class
C operators are designated by the tank
owner to have the daily, on-site responsi-
bility for addressing emergencies pre-
sented by a spill or release from a UST
system (e.g., clerks, attendants).
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UST owners are required to desig-
nate, for each UST facility, at least
one named individual for each class
of operator. UST owners can desig-
nate a different individual for each
class of operator, or one individual
for more than one operator class.

Acceptable Training for Class A and

Class B UST Operators

All Class A and B operators are required
to attend and complete a DEQ sponsored
UST operator training seminar. There is
no charge for the seminar but there may
be a fee charged to registrants that fail to
cancel within three days of the seminar
date and/or fail to show up.

All Class A and B operators for facilities
inspected after Feb. 20, 2010, must com-
plete the training course within nine
months of the inspection date. All other
Class A and B operators must complete
the training course before Aug. 8,
2012.

UST Operator Training Regulations

Acceptable Training for Class C UST
Operators

Class A or B operators must en-
sure that the UST facility’s Class C
operators complete training in emer-
gency procedures before Aug. 8,
2012. Class C operator training pro-
grams may include in-class, hands-
on, on-line, or any other training for-
mat deemed acceptable by the facil-
ity’s Class A or B operator. Class C

training information will be provided
to all Class A and B operators that
attend the DEQ sponsored operator
training seminars.

The Class A or B operator must
ensure that a list of emergency pro-
cedures, which must include site-
specific emergency procedures, the
location of emergency shut-off de-
vices, and appropriate emergency
contact telephone numbers, is
posted in a prominent area at the

facility that is easily visible to the
Class C operator.

he Small Business Administra-

tion announced on May 10,
2010 that economic injury assistance
is available in 34 parishes in Louisi-
ana and seven neighboring Mississippi
counties.

The declaration makes SBA eco-
nomic injury disaster loans available
immediately for qualifying small busi-
nesses in the affected parishes. These
loans offer small businesses working
capital of up to $2 million, at an inter-
est rate of 4 percent, with terms up to
30 years. The loans may be used by

small businesses that are unable to
obtain credit elsewhere to pay fixed
debts, payroll, accounts payable and
other bills that can’t be paid because
of the oil spill’s impact.

Eligible small businesses include
those engaged in shrimping, crabbing
and oyster fishing in the waters af-
fected by the closure; small businesses
dependent on the catching or sale of
shrimp, crabs and oysters, suppliers of
fishing gear and fuel; docks, boat-
yards, processors, wholesalers, ship-
pers, retailers and other small busi-

nesses dependent on revenue from
fishing, recreational and sorts fishing
small businesses, and coastal small
businesses.

Ten Business Recovery Centers
have been established with represen-
tatives to answer questions about the
disaster loans, issues loan applications
and help complete the forms. The loca-
tions of the BRCs are listed on the SBA
Web site: www.sba.gov/news, or SB/SCAP
Web site: www.deqg.louisiana.gov.
