Introductions
Minutes from prior meeting accepted.
Used oil recycling sheets were distributed to all members.  They will post them in local businesses in the parish.  The City of Rayne will publish it in their newsletter.  
Margaret will send press releases to Crowley Post Signal, Rayne Independent, and Iota.
Estherwood has requested 300 copies to put in their newsletter.

Some locations in Crowley are missing.  The Crowley representatives present at this meeting will update the list and resubmit it to DEQ.  DEQ will have it reprinted with the updates.
TV 3 is still interested in the abandoned well PSA.  Need to contact DOTD office in Lake Charles to locate a well that needs plugging and also get the permission of the well owner to film on the property.  Kirk Cormier knows of an abandoned well in Egan and will get more information on it.  He will contact Griner Drilling first and see if they would agree to plug it with advertisement for them.  He will get back with Nick with the information.
Cox never sent the PSA schedule to Nick but we’re assuming it did run.

Septic tank fact sheets were delivered to the sanitarian’s office.  They will distribute them when permits are applied for.

DEQ received approval from DHH to grant 2 certification hours for each DWPP meeting operators attend.  DEQ will also attempt to get back credit for past DWPP meetings.  DEQ will check into possibly supplying Certificates for future meetings.
It was suggested that DEQ send flyers to water operators announcing the meeting and operator certification credits.  Mary and Tiffani did send announcements out since DHH approved the credit hours but apparently some operators did not receive their mail, especially if it was sent to city hall.  Tiffani will call the operators to make sure they are aware of it.
Margaret Frey attended a watershed meeting in B.R. and she talked about the Drinking Water Protection Program.  She has requested participation from all extension offices.
The Vermilion Parish Police Jury has adopted the ordinance before it was even introduced to the committee.

DEQ has revised the ordinance for the next Rice Growers Association meeting. The revision removed irrigation wells from the list of prohibited installations within 1000 feet of a public supply well.  It also clarified that the ordinance refers to PUBLIC supply wells and not all water wells.  If they agree with the revision it will be presented to the Acadia Police Jury again sometime in the spring.  Fatty has talked to Ron Levy (county agent) about it, but Ron is erring on the side of caution and doesn’t want to proceed until he has the chance to meet with the farmers.

DEQ will send 8 ordinance maps to Fatty for each police juror.  He is going to speak to each one and attempt to move the ordinance forward.  He will invite DEQ to the meeting when it’s back on the agenda.  A copy of the current, unrevised model ordinance will also be included.

Margaret suggested that we attend a Farm Bureau meeting.  They are held on the second Monday of each month.  Several committee members agreed to do so.  
Crowley has completed all visits to potential sources of contamination.  Acadia Parish is now 100% complete with their outreach efforts to local businesses.  Congratulations!!!!
Next meeting will be February 24th at the LSU Extension Office in Crowley.
