Oil in Vermilion Parish and if they also take filters.  Dale Stelly will check with 


Howard Cormier to see how farmers get rid of their oil.

 


Other Issues discussed were Abandoned Wells and Septic Tanks.

 


Mike Bertrand said that household chemical hazardous waste collection is done in 


September of each year at the Solid Waste Facility.  It is closely monitored by the


Police jury.  It was suggested that we make a flyer stating what is taken in at the 



Recycling facility for Vermilion Parish.

 

Open discussion was then called for.  Ray Guidry asked for information on how to handle broken valves on the filter system in Gueydan.

 

Gueydan, Delcambre, and the Parish have adopted the Safe Water Ordinance.  Mark Piazza will check to see if Abbeville has adopted it.

 

North Vermilion High School visited the Maurice Plant.  La. Rural Water gave a presentation to the students.  Tiffani and Mary made a presentation to the F.I.E.B. 4-H Clubs.  They encouraged the committee to do more educational programs.  Monique said the Jr. Leaders are looking into incorporating the Water Protection Program into their community projects for the next year.

Jeff mentioned that it is very important for the members to state that they are volunteers and not employees when making visits to Significant Potential Sources of Contamination.
