Progress Report/General Business
The ordinance is currently being reviewed by the city attorneys in Duson, Broussard, and Youngsville and is in draft form in Lafayette.
Louisiana’s Groundwater – Where Will It Come From, Where Will It Go and How Should We Protect It? - Securing Our Economic Future with Public Groundwater Policy – presentation by Bill Schramm and Brad Hanson

Chicot Aquifer Stakeholders Group (CASH) – presentation by Tim Duex
Act 49 of the 2003 Regular Session of the Louisiana Legislature created the Louisiana Ground Water Resources Commission and charged that Commission with management of the state’s ground water resources.  It considers quantity and quality of ground water, sustainability, and encourages conservation and the economic value of water to Louisiana’s citizens.  That Act also provided for the creation of regional stakeholders groups based on the general location of major aquifers in the state.  A petition for recognition of the Chicot Aquifer Stakeholders Group (CASH) was submitted to the Commission in June 2004.  The purpose of CASH is to support and advise the Commission to proactively protect and preserve Louisiana’s ground water resources.
Copies of the petition and purpose statement are attached.  The Drinking Water Protection Committee shares common goals with CASH and combined efforts would be beneficial in protecting the Chicot Aquifer.
Next Meeting

The next meeting will be held on June 21, 2007 at 6:00 PM at the Lafayette Public Works Building.  The objectives and purpose of the Chicot Aquifer Stakeholder’s Group will be discussed as well as the necessary steps to be taken for CASH to be recognized as the regional stakeholders group by the Louisiana Ground Water Resources Commission.
