The LDEQ Lab Services Division requires that all data be submitted with an EDD (Electronic Data Deliverable).  Currently, laboratory data submitted to LDEQ is required to be in the Terrabase Level 2 Format.  The format can be viewed by clicking the following link:  /portal/Portals/0/laboratory/Terrabase-L2-EDD.doc.  The basic structure of the file is located in the guidance document; however, this document will provide specific information about what information is to be contained in the file.
  

The file must contain all thirty fields.  If the laboratory is unable to provide the information, the field should be left blank.  At a minimum the following information must be included in the file:
