Other State Ideas worth Pursuing for Solid Waste Permitting
 
· Massachusetts issues a separate ground water permit. This can allow an NPDES permitted surface impoundment to be without a solid waste permit but still have a robust ground water monitoring system. 
· Most states do not permit surface impoundments under solid waste. Eliminating impoundments from the Louisiana solid waste permitting universe should allow staff to concentrate on landfills and process those applications faster. 
· Some states (eg Mississippi) are using a robust application check list form instead of the multi binder with responses to each regulation. A response may use a reference to an attachment. This approach might simplify the application. 
· Oregon uses an application form as the application for renewal and only requires a list of changes. Pennsylvania is similar. Most of the back log in Louisiana is on renewals, and this approach might streamline permit renewals. 
· Some states do not require permit renewals (Arizona). They permit to capacity and require an annual certification sometimes by third party. 
· Some states (eg, South Carolina) require local district approval before the state will consider an application. A demonstration of need is required. A pre application town meeting is used to find out what the local citizen reaction to the application might be. 
· What happened to the Waste Exchange program in Louisiana? 
· Most states have general permits or permits by rule. Expanding this in Louisiana may be a hot button issue with the public. 
· No state could be found that issues solid waste permits in a timely fashion even though most states have a time line specified in the regulations. 
· Georgia issues a one page permit with a compliance schedule. They require a landfill operations plan that consists of the engineering drawings. 
· Florida allows the use of risk based ground water monitoring instead of statistical testing. This might simplify the review and make compliance less complicated. 

· Florida is rewriting their regulations to emphasize reuse and recycling of Industrial waste  - they are working on distinguishing Industrial solid waste from other waste that can be recycled/re-used.  Several other states had different design/construction criteria for industries that have beneficial re-use; ash and wood waste disposal facilities    

· In Arizona a Landfill Facility Plan is issued instead of a permit. 
· We didn’t find a state with landfill liner, financial assurance, closure/post-closure, or ground water requirements more stringent than Louisiana.
