Phase II Solid Waste Regulations Review

Meeting Summary

· Discussion on regulation changes to chapter 8 (Section 803 to 805.B.) conducted with DEQ personnel, consultants, and facility representatives.
· Topics of discussion were as follows:
· An agreement was reached that the Department may require additional borings for engineering (slope stability) calculations. 
· Geotechnical lab results will be included in applications and applicable modifications.
· Geotechnical boring spacing requirements for Type I, II, and III facilities.
· Terminology in regards to specific units to be monitored (i.e., permeable units and/or water bearing zones).
· The use and inclusion of structure contour maps and isopach maps in the permit application rather than isometric profiles.
· In regards to the point of compliance in relation to the monitored unit; the 150 meter requirement was discusses and the WPD will propose new language in the next meeting.
· Definition of a “background” well.
· State time for the installation and sampling of a facility with a permit application pending approval.  Once the SAP, well locations, and parameters have been approved a facility may begin installation and sampling prior to the issuance of the permit (upon Department approval).
· PQL requirements.
· Appropriate statistical methods for new and/or existing facilities (i.e., trend analyses).
· Notification of statistically significant increases.
Once the additional comments have been reviewed by the Department they will be included in the proposed regulation changes and will be made available for comment in the next meeting tentatively scheduled for December 2, 2011 at 1:00P.M.
