Meeting Summary
· Round table discussion held involving DEQ personnel, consultants, and facility representatives to discuss geology/groundwater changes for Chapter 8 regulations.
· A copy of the proposed changes was distributed to all present and emailed prior to the meeting.  Comments/additions will be emailed to the Department and addressed in the next meeting scheduled for Friday, November 18, 2011 at 1:00 p.m. and will be held at DEQ headquarters.  All submitted changes will be compiled and presented in the aforementioned meeting.
· Topics discussed are as follows:
· Minimum monitoring well spacing of 800 feet and the exemption process of said spacing requirements.
· What zones need to be monitored (i.e., uppermost aquifer or upper most permeable zone).  Anything most protective.
· PQL levels:  Should they be compared to the groundwater screening standards, MCL, or MO-1 Standards?
· PQLs used and their reliability.
· Boring spacing requirements forType I, II, and III facilities.  Also, depth of boring requirement in relation to engineering calculations.
· Consistency in units; feet vs. meters.
· Detection monitoring parameter optimization.
· Spacing requirements between the monitored unit and the point of compliance wells.
· Spacing exemption process for both monitoring wells and geotechnical borings.
· Statistical analysis performed on detection monitoring data.
· Requirements for moving out of detection monitoring and into assessment monitoring.
