Phase II Solid Waste Regulations Review
Meeting Date:  Friday, December 2, 2011 (1:30 p.m.)
Meeting Summary

· Discussion on regulation changes to chapter 8 conducted with DEQ personnel, consultants, and facility representatives.
· Topics of discussion on LAC 33.VII.805.C are as follows:
· Initial Detection Sampling Event was defined as a minimum of four independent samples from each well (upgradient and downgradient).  Should the facility wish to collect more than the minimum, the subsequent samples must be collected within a year’s time (for example, eight background samples must be collected within a years time).  This will be reviewed and may change.
· Some in attendance expressed concern that for expansions, a facility would have to delay placement of waste in order to collect background.  Proposals will be sent by facilities and discussed during the next meeting.
· There was some discussion that collecting background within a year will not provide an accurate representation of seasonal fluctuation and that eight quarterly samples will provide a better representation.
· The department proposed performing a statistical evaluation during the two year period should a facility wish to collect eight quarterly samples
· No decision was made regarding this matter.
· Quarterly sampling reports will be submitted within 90 days of the sampling event.
· Isopleth maps (when in assessment monitoring) will be submitted only for parameters that triggered the assessment requirements.
· Guidelines may be included in the regulations in regards to performing an alternate source demonstration.  The department is still developing said guidelines.
· In regards to the trigger dates for re-sampling/ confirming a statistically significant increase, language pertaining to an extension request may be added should the facility need more time in addition to 30 days from the receipt of lab reports for a sampling event.
· All re-sampling and reporting must be performed prior to the next sampling event.
· The department will select parameters based on a selection criterion.
· A definition of “permeable zone” may also be added to the regulations.
Facilities will email the department any changes or suggestions by December 7, 2011.    Once additional comments have been received by the Department they will be included in the subject regulations and will be made available for comment in the next meeting tentatively scheduled for December 16, 2011 at 1:00P.M to 3:30P.M.
