Meeting Summary
· Discussion on regulation changes to chapter 8 conducted with DEQ personnel, consultants, and facility representatives.
· Topics of discussion on LAC 33.VII.801-LAC 33.VII.805.E are as follows:
· 805.E has been revised in order to simplify the assessment monitoring process.
· It was stated that the permits will reflect whether or not the facility is in detection monitoring, assessment monitoring, or corrective action from now on.
· Sites with frequent groundwater flow changes will have to install a background well if an up-gradient well cannot be used but that this is something that will be handled in detection monitoring and on a case-by-case basis.
· Intent of changes is to establish one program during assessment; so, all parameters will be moved to assessment from now on.
· Statistical analyses have been removed from assessment monitoring.
· Language needs to be added that addresses how to handle parameters whose background may exceed the GWPS.
· Language needs to be added that addresses the need for alternate demonstrations.
Facilities will email the Department any changes or suggestions.  Once additional comments have been received by the Department they will be included in the subject regulations and will be made available for comment in the next meeting (Date TBD).  The next meeting will include discussions on 805.E and any remaining issues from LAC 33.VII.801-LAC 33.VII.805.D.
