Phase II Solid Waste Regulations Review
Meeting Date:  Thursday, June 14, 2012 (10:00 a.m.)
Meeting Summary
· Discussion on regulation changes to Section 805.E conducted with DEQ personnel, consultants, and facility representatives.
· Topics of discussion on are as follows:
· It was stated that the major changes to 805.E were:
· Once the facility is in assessment they have already tried to show that the facility has not impacted the groundwater; so, there is no reason to continue allowing demonstrations and
· When assessment monitoring begins a transition is made from EPA statistical guidance to RECAP.
· A discussion of RECAP and how it will be used to evaluate assessment ensued.  It was explained that RECAP would be used to develop a GWPS and that site conditions would dictate the detail required in the RECAP analysis.  It was also explained that a RECAP is not supposed to be performed more than once for a facility; so, once a number is exceeded another RECAP evaluation should not be required if the first one was done correctly.
· Add Initial Assessment Sampling Event to definitions. 
· 805.E.2 has been edited to read ‘completed within 60 days’ from ‘initiated within 30 days’.
· 805.E.2.f was discussed and there was an issue with needing to do Table 1 during the Initial Assessment Monitoring event when the facility already sampled the waste stream.  It was explained that the waste stream sample is a snap shot in time and can change because it is possible that a parameter was missed.  Industry wanted more time to think about this.
· Should a RECAP Evaluation be required for a “disapproved” demonstration?
· There was a discussion regarding requiring RECAP Evaluation before eliminating the parameter from assessment monitoring.  It was explained that developing Standards for additional parameters is a minor process in the scope of a RECAP Evaluation.  This language will be discussed further.
· The language for requiring GWPS exceedance 4 times before requiring Corrective Action was modified; now only 1 exceedance with resampling. 
The Department will e-mail members revisions for further discussion at the next meeting which will be held at a date TBD.  This upcoming meeting will include discussions on 805.E and any remaining issues from LAC 33.VII.801-LAC 33.VII.805.D.
