	1/11/2012

	

	Meeting began at approximately 1:30 pm in Mobile/Manchac Room (DEQ conference center).  

	Our next meeting may be Wednesday, 2/1/12 at 1:30 pm in the Mobile/Manchac Room.

	

	This meeting was mostly spent discussing Pat Devillier's woodwaste management proposal.  It was mentioned that DEQ is investigating how used cooking oil & grease is currently managed to see if any reg changes are necessary, and that DEQ will propose amending 305.A.8 (exempting wood waste facilities at which only wood waste is disposed on property owned by the generator) to require a facility to submit a disposal plan to DEQ for approval.

	

	

	1.  Pat Devillier presented a summary of a phone conversation with Daniel Green of Daniel Green Enterprises.  He is an arborist who processes and sells firewood from material gathered from his contract work.  He has a well-advertised site off of I-10 near Breaux Bridge.

	2.  Everyone agreed that changing section 115 definitions to accommodate legitimate yard waste use exclusions was not the best approach.  We acknowledged that it was good to remove yard waste from the definition of wood waste (as proposed by the Solid Waste Regulations Review General Subgroup) and that we would not attempt to define 'discard'.

	3.  Everyone agreed to insert the phrase 'processed and used' into the section 10303 (subpart II) definition of recycling, and to include this definition also in section 115 (subpart I) for convenience sake.  This phrase alongside 'processed and re-used' would allow that some 'recycled' materials (like some yard wastes) are virgin materials for new processing & use, not re-used in the normal sense of recycling.

	4.  A small debate ensued on whether to exempt legitimately used yard waste materials under section 301 (which exempts materials from solid waste altogether) or section 303 (which exempts materials from permitting requirements and processing & disposal standards as long as the material is managed in an 'environmentally sound manner').   The consensus seems to be that 303 exemption is best, and proposed language will be worked up for the next meeting.  However, materials exempted under 303 are still solid wastes subject to transporter requirements and other restrictions - which need to be discussed further to see if more changes are needed elsewhere.

	

	

	The subgroup acknowledged the next big meeting of all subgroups to be held on Monday, January 23, 2012.
