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	Meeting began at approximately 9:00 am in DEQ Room 1051. Everyone introduced themselves and their affiliation.

	No one objected to moving the meeting time to 9:30 am to accommodate travelers, and everyone agreed that a bi-weekly meeting frequency is best.  Our next meeting was agreed upon for Tuesday, 11/22/11.

	

	The subgroup then brought up topics for future discussion or development which are summarized below: 

	

	

	1.  Is Chapter 103 (recycling) being implemented?  DEQ Permits Division receives annual reports and a bi-annual report is prepared and submitted to the legislature.  The 25% solid waste disposal reduction goal set in 1992 was probably met. Chapter 103 lacks enforcement provisions.  Though market forces drive recycling economics, are there any incentives that could be implemented by DEQ or the legislature to further encourage recycling and/or diversion of waste from landfills?  

	

	2.  Can useful material be diverted from construction and demolition debris landfills?  Proposed rule SW056 will allow separation at a non-processing transfer station without requiring a processing permit.  Are there more 'processing' activities that could be allowed at such stations or even at landfills without requiring a processing permit from DEQ?  Review definition of processing for possible modification.

	

	3.  Biofuels - can used cooking oil and/or grease waste be exempt from solid waste, or less regulated as solid waste, if sent to a biofuel manufacturer as a raw material for processing?  What conditions for regulatory exemption must be imposed?  Short of exemption, how much oversight can DEQ lift from generators, transporters, and processors as the biofuels industry matures into recognized economic viability?  For that matter, it would be good to discuss when it become appropriate to de-regulate altogether any historic waste that becomes legitimately valuable raw material by market forces.  

	

	4.  Wood waste frequently contains materials of historic value & usage, such as lumber, firewood, mulch, art & decorative supplies, horticultural propagation, etc. but solid waste regulations, strictly interpreted, disallow solid waste from being transported by anyone other than a registered waste transporter, and processed by anyone other than a permitted waste processor, thus preventing legitimate diversion (salvage) of useful material from the solid waste stream for legitimate private or commercial  use.  How can enforcement liability be removed from legitimate salvage and at what points along the waste stream pathway while retaining protections against speculative accumulation be removed?  Pat Devillier agreed to propose some reg change ideas/language for clarifiying how valuable components can be legitimately reclaimed from wood waste streams.

	

	

	The chairman agreed to prepare & distribute a meeting summary, and encouraged all members to email back 1) more topics for future discussion, 2) any topics the chairman might have left out of this summary, or 3) suggestions on how best to move forward on the topics already mentioned above.
