Meeting Summary

Bill Mollere opened the meeting with a short review of the scope of the workgroup and the activities for the meeting.  The workgroup’s action items for the day were to make a determination on the formatting of the regulations and the major issues to be addressed by the workgroup.  The formatting options were to 

· leave the regs formatted as they currently are with technical and clarification changes only

· choose one of the 2 past workgroups formats:

· 2A – “siloed” standards for facilities resulting in much repetition

· 2B – Reorganizing chapters in regards to subjects with permitting chapters 5 and 7 being streamlined the most.  Geology/groundwater, fees and financial assurance will be stand alone chapters.  Ch. 5 will be an outline of requirements with Ch. 7 having the standards.

· start over from the beginning

Groups were arranged with team leaders appointed for each group.  Each group brainstormed their ideas on formatting and issues they would like addressed in the updating of the regulations.  The list of ideas are attached.  Each group prioritized their list.  The large group was reconvened to discuss each groups brainstorm list and the prioritization.  The formatting style chosen overall is the option 2B with reservation upon review of current copy.  The priority issues were then compiled into one list indicated below;

· Beneficial Reuse; Soil Reuse with RECAP interfacing

· Permit Streamlining/operations (renewals, NOD delays and excess, etc.)

· Processing issues (E & P waste, waste analyses, Type III facility issues)

· Geology/Groundwater issues (interfacing with RECAP, more prescriptive assessments and monitoring)

· Minor Issues (definitions, housekeeping, indexing, transfer/pickup stations, etc.)

Group members present were assigned according to their interest.  Other participants not present will be assigned appropriately.
