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La. R.S. 30:2043 and LAC 33:I.Chapter 21 allow for the submittal of electronic documents to the department to meet requirements set forth in the department regulations.  The department is internally testing the Louisiana Environmental Analytical Database Management System (LEADMS).  This database system is designed to be the electronic repository for analytical data for the department.  The department has compiled the following guidance documents: Electronic Data Deliverable (EDD) Submittal Requirements Manual; the Laboratory Electronic Data Deliverable (EDD) Submittal Requirements Manual; the EQuIS Data Processor User Guide; and the LDEQ’s List of Valid Values.  The purpose of these documents is to provide detailed instructions for electronically submitting environmental data required by the department once the system is ready for use.  

The department is soliciting comments on these documents.
