Pearl River Fish Kill Incident Summary: LDEQ 8/28/2011 4:00 PM

•	DEQ staff manned the Command Post at the Temple Inland Front Gate.
•	DEQ staff conducted the initial startup inspection at Temple Inland.
•	At approximately 7:05 AM on 8/28/2011, the mill began discharge from the ASB
At approximately 7:15 AM, the DO reading at the Walkiah Bluff monitoring point gave readings of 4.4-4.7mg/L  which hit a trigger stated in the plan of a DO measured at <5.0 mg/L. This reading was relayed from the field team to the mill management group and word was sent to the outfall to discontinue discharge.  We started to raise the gate, and discharge was stopped at approximately 7:45 AM. (source: Marianne Smith of Temple Inland)
•	At approximately 11:35 AM operations were resumed.
•	DEQ staff visited the retention pond with a facility representative to monitor restart after temporary shut down and to assess the condition of the pond.
