1. DEQ staff manned the Incident Command Post at the Temple Inland facility.
1. DEQ staff conducted a water start up inspection at the facility this morning.
1. DEQ staff conducted air monitoring around the facility and Bogalusa.
1. DEQ staff conducted water quality monitoring of the upper Pearl River from the Hwy 10 boat launch at the Pearl River to Poole’s Bluff.
1. The Temple Inland facility began discharging effluent through outfall 001 at 11:38AM.  The facility is planning on continuously discharging from this point on.

1. DEQ staff members are manning the Incident Command Post at the Temple Inland facility.
1. DEQ staff will be conducting a water start up inspection at the facility this morning.
1.  DEQ staff will be conducting air monitoring around the facility and Bogalusa.
1. DEQ staff will be conducting water quality monitoring of the upper Pearl River from the Hwy 10 boat launch at the Pearl River to Poole’s Bluff.
1. DEQ staff conducted an inspection of the Temple Inland weir late afternoon on 8/30 in response to the sheen noted at the Temple Inland outfall.  
9. A small amount of sheen/film was noted along the edge of the aerated stabilization basin.
9. At 5:45PM the facility had an instantaneous flow rate of 2.58 million gallons per day (MGD) and a maximum rate of 5.9 MGD.  At the time of the inspection, the facility had discharged 1.02 million gallons of effluent and was expecting to discharge 1.2 million and no more than 1.5 million gallons by the end of the day.
9. Plume was noted in the river at the outfall, however, no sheen was noted from the river bank at 5:50PM.
