
Pearl River Fish Kill Incident Summary: LDEQ 9/3/2011 4:00 PM

•	DEQ staff conducted water quality monitoring of the upper Pearl River from the bank at Hwy 10 Boat Launch, Richardson Landing Boat Launch, and Poole’s Bluff Boat Launch.
•	The following readings were taken at 12:03 PM from the flow meter at the west weir:
o	Instantaneous flow rate – 23.05 mgd
o	Totalizer – 44.0785 mgd
o	14.736 - Inches over weir 
o	pH – 7.96
o	Conductivity – 1588 µs
•	The following readings were taken at 12:07 PM from the flow meter at the middle weir:
o	Instantaneous flow rate – 4.62 mgd
o	Totalizer – 1.6598
o	5.015 – Inches over weir
•	The following readings were taken at 12:10 PM from the meter at the commingled discharge pipe from the west and middle weir:
o	pH – 8.2
o	Conductivity - 1618 µs
•	A visual observation of the discharge was conducted.  The effluent appeared satisfactory – no foam or sheen was observed.

•	DEQ staff arrived at facility at 8:10 AM to verify plant operations and conduct water quality monitoring of the upper Pearl River.
•	Water quality monitoring will be conducted at Hwy 10 Boat Launch, Richardson Landing Boat Launch, and Pool’s Bluff Boat Launch.(Weather permitting)
•	According to Alban Bush, Environmental Manager, facility is operating normally.
•	A visual observation of the discharge was conducted.  The effluent appeared satisfactory – no foam or sheen was observed.
•	The following readings were taken from the flow meter at the weir:
o	Instantaneous flow rate – 21.58 mgd
o	Totalizer – 40.9042 mgd
o	Inches over weir – 14.079
o	pH – 8.13
o	Conductivity – 1556 µs
