
Pearl River Fish Kill Incident Summary: LDEQ 09/06/2011 – PM Summary

•	Water quality monitoring was conducted by DEQ staff members of the upper Pearl River from the bank at Hwy 10 Boat Launch, Richardson Landing Boat Launch, and Poole’s Bluff Boat Launch.
o	Foam was observed both up and downstream of the outfall.
•	DEQ Waste Staff toured the wastewater pond and met with Mr. Alban Bush to discuss the startup plan.
•	The following readings were taken from the flow meter at the West Weir:
o	Instantaneous flow rate – 14.10 MGD
o	Totalizer – 107.8454 MGAL
o	Inches Over Weir – 10.693”
o	pH – 7.45
o	Conductivity – 1629 µS/cm
•	The following readings were taken from the flow meter at the Middle Weir:
o	Instantaneous flow rate – 1.54 MGD
o	Totalizer – 13.6305 MGAL
o	Inches Over Weir – 2.472”
•	The East Weir was not overflowing at the time of our visit.
•	The following readings were taken from the meter monitoring the final effluent:
o	pH – 7.48
o	Temp – 82° F
o	Conductivity – 1613 µS/cm
•	A visual observation of the discharge was conducted:
o	 No visible sheen was observed from the outfall at the Pearl River.

•	DEQ staff member arrived at the facility’s wastewater pond at 7:30 AM to verify plant operations and conduct water quality monitoring of the upper Pearl River.
•	According to Alban Bush, Environmental Manager, facility is operating normally.
o	The middle weir remains lowered due to rainfall
•	A visual observation of the discharge was conducted:
o	  No foam or sheen was observed from the outfall at the Pearl River.
•	The following readings were taken from the flow meter at the West Weir:
o	Instantaneous Flow Rate – 12.13 MGD
o	Totalizer – 104.8848 MGAL
o	Inches Over Weir – 9.681”
o	pH – 7.47
o	Conductivity – 1592 µS/cm
•	The following readings were taken from the flow meter at the Middle Weir:
o	Instantaneous Flow Rate – 1.03 MGD
o	Totalizer – 13.3140 MGAL
o	Inches Over Weir – 1.850”
•	The East Weir was not overflowing at the time of our visit.
•	The following readings were taken from the meter monitoring the final effluent:
o	pH – 7.53
o	Temp – 73.1° F
o	Conductivity – 1593 µS/cm

•	There will be a DEQ staff member on site as the facility liaison.
•	DEQ staff members will conduct water quality monitoring along the Pearl River (Conditions Permitting).
