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Administrative order requires monitoring at Gentilly landfill
BATON ROUGE – Under a Department of Environmental Quality administrative order issued late Monday, the Gentilly landfill in New Orleans will implement a groundwater monitoring program. The order also requires the landfill to limit its intake of construction and demolition debris to 19,000 cubic yards per day. 

The administrative order calls for the monitoring plan to be prepared within 60 days. Among other requirements, the landfill will have to get DEQ approval on a sample-analysis plan and a response plan should there ever be an environmental issue. 

“The department will continue to address the southeast Louisiana emergency is an environmentally sound manner,” said DEQ Assistant Secretary Chuck Brown. “This administrative order will provide the public information on groundwater quality near the landfill. The monitoring program goes beyond the regulations required for a construction and demolition debris landfill, but the department thinks the monitoring data will provide beneficial information.”
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
