
NOTICE OF INTENT

DMR Submittal 

(LAC 33:IX.2701) (WQ074) 

 

 Under the authority of the Environmental Quality Act, R.S. 30:2001 et seq., and in accordance 

with the provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, R.S. 49:950 et seq., the secretary gives notice 

that rulemaking procedures have been initiated to amend the Water Quality regulations, LAC 33:IX.2701 

(Log #WQ074). 

 

 The proposed rule will ensure that permittees have the option to submit discharge monitoring 

reports (DMRs) electronically through an electronic document receiving system, as well as the current 

option of submitting them on paper.  With the impending migration to EPA's new database, the Integrated 

Compliance Information System (ICIS), an increase in workload is a reality.  Once migration is complete, 

all DMRs will have to be entered into the database.  With this increase in workload, the need for a more 

efficient way to submit DMRs is required.  The electronic submittal of DMRs is a way to effectively 

manage this increase in workload.  The basis and rationale for this rule are to provide adequate resources 

to continue to meet regulatory requirements.  This proposed rule meets an exception listed in R.S. 

30:2019(D)(2) and R.S. 49:953(G)(3); therefore, no report regarding environmental/health benefits and 

social/economic costs is required.   

 

This proposed rule has no known impact on family formation, stability, and autonomy as 

described in R.S. 49:972.
