Louisiana DEQ Title V Semiannual Monitoring & Deviation Form 

Instructions for Deviation Summary Report Table Parts 1 & 2
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All facilities that operate under a Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) Title V air permit are required by both 40 CFR 70.6(a)(3)(iii)(A) and LAC 33:III.507.H.1 to submit at least every six months a monitoring report to the permitting authority only, the Louisiana DEQ.  The semiannual monitoring reports are to be submitted to the Louisiana DEQ Office of Environmental Compliance, Enforcement Division by the dates of March 31 and September 30.  The March 31 semiannual monitoring report encompasses the period of July through December, while the September 30 semiannual monitoring report encompasses the period of January through June.  The previous information is present in all Louisiana DEQ Title V air permits as 40 CFR Part 70 General Condition K.  The mailing address for Louisiana DEQ follows:

The semiannual monitoring report as provided by 40 CFR 70.6(a)(3)(iii)(A) must identify each instance of deviation.

Deviation is defined in 40 CFR 71.6 (a)(3)(iii)(C) as: any situation in which an emission unit fails to meet a permit term or condition.  Including in the meaning: (1) a situation where emissions exceed an emission limitation or standard; (2) a situation where process or emissions control device parameter values indicate that an emission limitation or standard has not been met; (3) a situation in which observations or data collected demonstrates noncompliance with an emission limitation or standard or any work practice or operating condition required by the permit; and, (4) a situation in which an exceedance or an excursion occurs.  A deviation is not always a violation.  

In 40 CFR 64.1, excursion is defined as: a departure from an indicator range established for monitoring, consistent with any averaging period specified for averaging the results of the monitor.  Also, in 40 CFR 64.1, exceedance is defined as: a condition that is detected by monitoring that provides data in terms of an emission limitation or standard and that indicates that emissions (or opacity) are greater than the applicable emissions limitation or standard (or less than the applicable standard in the case of a percent reduction requirement), consistent with any averaging period specified for averaging the results of the monitoring.

The semiannual monitoring reports are separate from the annual compliance certification, which must be submitted to the Administrator, USEPA Region VI, and the Louisiana DEQ, the permitting authority.  The annual compliance certification is to be submitted to both the Louisiana DEQ Office of Environmental Compliance, Enforcement Division and USEPA Region VI by March 31 for the preceding calendar year.  The previous information is present in all Louisiana DEQ Title V air permits as 40 CFR Part 70 General Condition M.

The forms and instructions necessary to fulfill the requirement of both 40 CFR 70.6(a)(3)(iii)(A) and 
LAC 33:III.507.H.1 follow. This form is required to facilitate proper submittal of the information needed by the Department to assure compliance with the terms and conditions of the permit.
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Company and Facility Information
Applicable Reporting Period – Enter the applicable reporting period in month, day, year format.
Permit Number(s) – Enter the permit number(s) for the permits being certified for the reporting period.
Date Permit Issued – Enter the issue date or dates for the permit(s). 
Parish – Enter the parish in which the facility is located.
Company Name – Enter the name of the company.
Facility Name – Enter the name of the facility.
Agency Interest (AI) Number – Enter the agency interest number. 
Mailing Address – Enter the mailing address for the facility.
City – Enter the city in which the facility is located.
State – Enter the state.
Zip Code – Enter the zip code.
Contact Person – Enter the name of the individual who will be able to answer questions or provide information related to the Title V report.
Email Address – Enter the contact person’s email address.
Principal Facility Product/Business – Enter the facility’s principal product or business.
Certification Statement – A Responsible Official must submit a certification statement attesting that the information provided is true, accurate, and complete.

Title V Permit – Enter the applicable Title V permit(s).
Company Name – Enter the company name.
Facility Name – Enter the facility name.
AI No. – Enter the facility AI number.
Answer the question with a “Yes” or “No” response.

Instructions for Company and Facility Information & Deviation Reporting

Part 1

Emission Source No./Identifier –  Enter the emission source no. and identifier as listed in the Title V air permit.  Example: EQT 0001 Storage Tank TK-23 

Pollutant(s) – Enter the pollutant(s) involved with the applicable deviation.

Permit Condition Number – Enter the federally enforceable specific or general condition/requirement, as it is noted in the Title V air permit that is applicable to this semiannual monitoring report.  If a federally enforceable permit condition is present in a table in the Title V air permit, and not individually identified, then type “In Table 1, 2, 3, etc.” in this column.  

Applicable Compliance Requirement (Include Rule Citation) – Enter a short, concise description of each permit condition or term that is noted in the previous column; cite all applicable rules or regulations.  Example: 10% opacity; 40 CFR 60.732(b).

Method(s) or Other Means For Determining Compliance Status – Enter the method(s) or other means required by applicable rules or regulations for determining whether a deviation from a condition or term noted in the previous column has occurred.  This semiannual monitoring report should include all data or information that may convey that an emission source has experienced a deviation during the semiannual monitoring period.  Therefore, if material information indicates that an emission source has deviated from a permit condition or term even though the applicable requirement’s means for determining compliance indicates that no deviation has occurred, then the responsible official must consider this information, identify and address it in the semiannual monitoring report, and certify accordingly.  Responsible officials may not ignore obvious relevant data or information, and risk making a false statement, omitting material information, or otherwise violating prohibitions on fraud.

Permit Required Monitoring Frequency – Enter the monitoring frequency of the method or other means used to determine compliance status. Example: Continuously, Weekly, Quarterly, etc. The identification of the monitoring frequency, using the method(s) or other means provided in the previous column.  Example: Continuously, Weekly, Quarterly, etc.

Deviation? – Enter “yes” or no “if” a deviation occurred during the reporting period. The deviation information will be listed in the subsequent tables.

Deviation Summary Report Part 2 is divided into the deviation categories listed below. Please enter the deviation in the most appropriate category.

Emission Source No./Identifier & Permit No.* – Enter the emission source no. and identifier as listed in the permit. Example: EQT 0001 Storage Tank TK-23

Deviation Date & Duration – Enter the deviation start and end date and duration (in minutes or hours).
Pollutants Released – Enter the pollutant(s) released as a result of the deviation.
Permitted Limit – Enter the permit limit for the source in max lb/hr or tons per year (tpy).
Quantity in excess of permitted limits – Enter the amount emitted in excess of the permitted limit in lbs or tpy.
Cause(s) of Deviation – Enter the root cause of the deviation.
Corrective Action(s) Taken – Enter the actions taken or implemented to achieve compliance and prevent recurrence, as applicable
3) Category: Fugitive Emissions Requirements
Title V Permit – Enter the applicable Title V permit(s).
Company Name – Enter the company name.
Facility Name – Enter the facility name.
AI No. – Enter the facility AI number.
Emission Source No./Identifier – Enter the emission source no. and identifier as listed in the permit. Example: EQT 0001 Storage Tank TK-23.
Permit No.* & Specific Requirement or Condition No. [Citation] – Enter the permit no., specific requirement/specific condition no., and citation. Example: 0001-0000-00001V3, SR 27 [40 CFR 60.104(a)(1)]

4) Category: Reporting and/or Recordkeeping Requirements

Emission Source No./Identifier – Enter the emission source no. and identifier as listed in the permit. Example: EQT 0001 Storage Tank TK-23
Permit No.* & Specific Requirement or Condition No. [Citation] – Enter the permit no., specific requirement/specific condition no., and citation. Example: 0001-0000-00001V3, SR 27 [40 CFR 60.104(a)(1)]

Due Date or Deviation Date – Enter the due date for the report/notification or the date the deviation occurred.
Description of Deviation – Enter a detailed description of the deviation.
Cause(s) of Deviation – Enter the root cause of the deviation.
Corrective Action(s) Taken – Enter the actions taken or implemented to achieve compliance and prevent recurrence, as applicable.

5) Category: Other/Miscellaneous 
The Other/Miscellaneous category is for deviations that do not clearly fit into the other categories. Example: An unpermitted source that does not have as assigned TEMPO EQT/Identifier.
Title V Permit – Enter the applicable Title V permit(s).
Company Name – Enter the company name.
Facility Name – Enter the facility name.
AI No. – Enter the facility AI number.
Emission Source No./Identifier – Enter the emission source no. and identifier as listed in the permit. Example: EQT 0001 Storage Tank TK-23
Permit No.* & Specific Requirement or Condition No. [Citation] – Enter the permit no., specific requirement/specific condition no., and citation.
