	Category II Nonfriable asbestos-containing material, excluding category I nonfriable ACM, containing more than 1 percent asbestos as determined by using the Method for the Determination of Asbestos in Bulk Building Materials (EPA/600/R-93/116) that, when dry, cannot be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to powder by hand pressure (per LAC 33:III.5151.B).

	Emergency Demo/Reno 
	A demolition or renovation operation that was not planned but results from a sudden unexpected event that, if not immediately attended to, presents a safety or public health hazard, is necessary to protect equipment from damage, or is necessary to avoid imposing an unreasonable financial burden. This term includes operations necessitated by nonroutine failures of equipment (per LAC 33:III.5151.B).

	When to Use the AAC-2(b) Notification Form

	

	Complete and submit the AAC-2(b) Notification Form for Demolitions or Renovations where: 

· Greater than 64 sq. ft. of VAT is removed without the intent of making it RACM; or 

· Lab analysis of properly sampled materials indicates that no ACM is present; or 

· ACM present is not RACM and will not be made RACM by the renovation or demolition; or 

· All RACM present is less than established thresholds.

	How and When to Submit the AAC-2(b) Notification Form

	

	The completed AAC-2(b) form must be either postmarked or hand delivered to the LDEQ at least 5 working days prior to the scheduled dates of renovation or demolition to the address at the top of the form. 

	Note: The AAC-2(b) form MUST be typed and properly completed with an original signature. The AAC-2(b) Form MUST be the most current form approved by the LDEQ; this is located on the LDEQ’s web site at https://deq.louisiana.gov/resources/category/asbestos.  Modified forms will not be accepted.

	1. Boxed Area-For LDEQ Use Only
	Leave these spaces blank: AI No.; Check/Voucher; Amount; and Postmark

	2. Emergency Indication
	Check the box if the Notification is an Emergency and complete the information in Section VIII.  NOTE:  Emergency is defined on p.1.

	3. Type of Notification (Section I)
	Check the appropriate selection for this renovation or demolition.

	4. Type of Operation (Section II)
	Check the appropriate selection.

	5. Facility Description (Section III)
	Enter facility information where the actual activity will take place.

	· Facility Name
	Legal name of the facility.

	· Physical Address
	The physical address where the activity will take place. Specific directions to the site, should the address prove inadequate. (i.e. Two miles past Highway X on the right.)   Include the city, state, zip code and parish where the facility is located.

	· Owner Name
	Provide the name of the company who owns or operates the facility.

	6. Determination of the Presence or Absence of Asbestos (Section IV)
Conduct an inspection; provide relevant inspection and testing information.

	7. Amount of Asbestos (Section V)
	Units of Measurement: 
For pipes, record in linear feet. 

For surface materials, record in square feet.

For facility components where length or area could not be measured previously, record in cubic yards.


	· Asbestos Material to be Removed
	Check the appropriate box to indicate the type of asbestos material to be removed.  Indicate the approximate amount of this material that is to be removed.

	
	

	· Asbestos Material Not to be Removed
	Check the appropriate box to indicate the type of asbestos material that is not to be removed.  Indicate the approximate amount of this material that is not to be removed. 
Non-regulated ACM not to be removed prior to demolition OR renovation with subsequent demolition:  Enter information on any ACM left in the building during demolition. NOTE:  Only Category I ACM that is in good condition, and will remain in good condition by the forces expected to act upon the material during demolition, may remain in the structure prior to demolition.  (Category I and Category II non-friable ACM are defined on p.1). 

	8. Renovation or Demolition Contractor Information (Section VI)
	This refers to the contractor handling demolition and/or renovation activities (whether the structure contains asbestos or not), such as a general contractor, or any other person who leases, controls or supervises the site activity.

	
	Enter the operator or contractor’s name, mailing address, including city, state, and zip code; a contact name, telephone no. and email address.



	9. Scheduled Dates for Renovation and/or Demolition (Section VII)
	Enter the dates for beginning and ending of the demolition or renovation activity.

	10. Emergency Renovation and/or Demolition Information (Section VIII)
	Provide the date and time of the emergency, a description of the sudden unexpected event; and a description of unsafe conditions, equipment damage, or financial burden resulting from the event.  The information must provide sufficient details for the LDEQ to evaluate whether the project falls within the emergency exception.  NOTE:  Emergency is defined on p.1. 

	
	NOTE: For emergencies, verbal telephone notification to the LDEQ must be made immediately, but in no case later than four hours after learning of the incident. 
If additional space is needed, write the information on a separate sheet of paper and attach it to the AAC-2(b) Form.  The LDEQ 
will determine whether the project is a true emergency, and will 
enforce the five (5) day notification period if the project is not deemed an emergency. 


	11. Description of Planned non-RACM Renovation and/or Demolition (Section IX)
	Describe the demolition and/or renovation techniques to be used, and the areas and types of facility components that will be affected. 

Include procedures to be followed if unexpected RACM is found or CAT II becomes regulated.


	12. Comments (Section X)
	Provide any additional comments pertinent to this notification.

	13. Certification (Section XI)
	Please ensure that name of owner or operator/contractor is printed legibly.  By signing this document the owner or operator/contractor certifies that that no RACM will remain in the structure or that RACM is below established thresholds prior to demolition; that he/she accepts his/her responsibilities under Section IV related to using an accredited laboratory for analysis of asbestos samples and that failure to use a LELAP accredited Laboratory constitutes a failure to comply with the notification requirements of LAC33.III.5151.F.2.   NOTE:  Only an original signature of the owner or operator/contractor will be accepted.


	NOTE:  Any section on the AAC-2(b) form that is not applicable must be completed with "NA."  Do not leave any section blank.  If any section is blank, the processing of the notice will be delayed until the LDEQ receives the required information. 
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
